LEADERSHIP, EDUCATION, AND TRAINING (LET) LEVEL I_IV

Description:  This course will introduce you to American symbols, customs and traditions and the history and purpose of Army JROTC.  You will also be introduced to the essential skills needed to maximize learning potential and future success.  Over the course of the year, you will assess your current skill set and work to develop your maximum potential.  You will have opportunities to apply learning theory and techniques to improve study, communication and planning skills.  You will also explore social responsibility, conflict resolution, and service learning opportunities. You will also be introduced to leadership: its definition the importance of knowing and applying basic leadership skills (principles, styles, values, the BE, KNOW, and DO attributes.)  You will be introduced to proper reading techniques, study habits, and test-taking strategies. 
Student Learning Object: This course is associated with (SLO). Students in this course will take a pre-and post-assessment to assist teachers in determining student growth over the length of the course. The post-assessment will be used as a final exam for the course and will be weighted at 20% of the final semester grade.  

Core Abilities:  The JROTC core abilities describe the broad, life-long skills that every cadet needs for success in all career and life roles.  They are drawn from the overall goals and values that drive the JROTC program.  Core abilities are not learned in one lesson or Leadership Education Training course, but rather they are linked to lesson competencies in order to integrate or thread them throughout the JROTC curriculum.  In each lesson, the core abilities will be introduced, taught, reinforced and assessed.  Every student should know all of the core abilities as they are essential, value-added skills that every employer seeks.  These core abilities are:
a. Take responsibility for your actions and choices

b. Apply critical thinking techniques

c. Communicate using verbal, non-verbal, visual, and written techniques

d. Build your capacity for life-long learning

e. Do your share as a good citizen in your school, community, country and the world

f. Treat self and others with respect;
g. Develop an appreciation for physical and mental fitness.

h. Develop the basic skills necessary to work effectively as a team member.

Cadet Notebook:  Students enrolled in this class will be required to have a notebook for their vocabulary, learning activities, quizzes, notes and projects.  
Cadet Portfolio:  Every cadet will create a portfolio that contains an organized collection of work based on accomplishments, personality and aspirations.  The portfolio will begin upon entry in the JROTC program and be maintained for the duration of your enrollment in the program. The portfolio will reflect the student’s work and provide insight and information on the cadet’s personal achievements and growth over time. 
Grooming Standards & Wearing of Uniform: Cadets will wear the JROTC issued uniform once a week for a graded inspection.  The JROTC program is a uniformed program where discipline is judged, in part, by the manner in which a cadet wears a prescribed uniform, as well as by the individual’s personal appearance.  Uniform day is an all day event.  With the exception of dressing for PE, cadets are graded on wearing the uniform for the entire day, not just during the period they are in JROTC.  

Males:  The face will be clean-shaven, except for permitted mustaches.  Males are not authorized to wear earrings while in uniform.  Males may not wear cosmetics while in uniform. Fingernails will be neatly trimmed and clean. Hair color will be a natural color.  Hair cannot fall into the eyes; touch the ears or the collar while in uniform.
Females:  Hairstyles will not interfere with proper wearing of the JROTC headgear on uniform day.  While in uniform, females will wear their hair up above the collar.  Hair restraints will be black in color or match the hair color. Hair colors will be natural in appearance.  Extreme hair colors are not authorized.  Females may wear cosmetics if they are conservative and complement the uniform and the cadet’s complexion. Fingernail polish colors will not be extreme and must complement the uniform. Earrings are permitted that are ¼” in diameter or smaller.
Disenrollment from JROTC:  Students may be disenrolled from JROTC if they:

a. Withdraw from school.
b. Demonstrate ineptitude for leadership training indicated by a general lack of adaptability

c. Fail to keep an acceptable standard of academic achievement, conduct, appearance, or attendance.
d. Exhibits undesirable character traits such as lying, cheating or stealing, unauthorized possession of illegal drugs or substances, or exhibits an indifference to and lack of interest in citizenship and leadership training.

Late Work Policy:  Students absent on uniform days can make up the grade only with an excused absence.  Those who fail to wear their uniform receive a zero for that grade. Make up work for other assignments will be based on the merits of the missed work circumstances.   
Uniform Debt:  Each cadet will sign for approximately $500.00 worth of Government Property in the form of various uniforms.  These uniforms are provided at no cost to the student, provided all items are maintained and returned at the end of school year or upon the cadet’s disenrollment from the program.
